	Many children's cartoons feature destructive behavior that is intended to be comical.  For example, the popular cartoon “Road Runner and Wile E. Coyote” contains many violent acts.  The violence in “Hot Rod and Reel” is of moderately high risk for its audience.  This short was made for children and is intended to be amusing; however, it may have unforeseen antisocial consequences on its viewers. 


	One of the major reasons why this cartoon could lead to the imitation of violent behavior is because the violence within it goes unpunished.  Coyote is never prosecuted for his attempts against road runner except by the backfiring of his own tricks.  Likewise, Road Runner never faces ill consequences either.  Cartoons where violence goes unpunished are of higher risk because they establish the idea that one will “get away with” his or her antisocial acts. 


	Another high risk context present in this cartoon is the lack of consequences the victim faces. Though time and time again coyote does things that should kill him, for example fall off a cliff, no real harm ever befalls him.  The viewer sees very little damage done by the violent acts.  This could urge a viewer to imitate the cartoon, thinking that no lasting damage will be done to his or her victim either. 


	In this particular cartoon, the violence does not seem real.  The victims are cartoons and not real people; however, some of the acts to seem possible.  For example, the fake camera gun shot would be possible to create in real life.  The violence is does not seem too real but it may give children ideas about possible violent acts.  


	This cartoon is of moderate risk to the viewer.  The violence within the cartoon is unpunished, and the physical aliments that befall the victim are nearly nonexistent.  On the other hand, the violence is clearly not real because it is happening to characters and not to real people, thus it is only moderately likely that a viewer would imitate these acts.
